Motto:  Integrating Youth into Nation Building  
ACTS is working with High school, College and Church 
Response Teams to get them certified in Disaster Response.  
FEMA (Federal Emergency Management Association) and 
EOC’s (Emergency Operations Centers) are recommending 
that volunteers who come to disaster sites have  more 
training.   ACTS believes that SAFETY should always 
come first, and to be better equipped to collaborate with 
FEMA, the EOC, and the community.   
 
20,200 volunteers with ACTS are reaping the benefit of 
Preparedness, Response and Recovery training.  One of the 
main reasons ACTS was the first non-profit to have a signed 
“Mission Assignment” with the EOC in Texas during 
Hurricane Ike, was because many of the volunteers are 
CERT, etc., trained.      

There are four levels of training which ACTS World Relief offers: 
 
Level 1  Introduction to CERT (Community Emergency Response Teams) IS 317 and ACTS 100. 
Level 2  Teen CERT, ICS (Incidence Command System) 100, 200 & 700 participated in minimum of one ACTS  
  deployment,  Train the Trainer Teen CERT, visited the EOC, & ACTS 200. 
Level 3  First Responder, Provide Train the Trainer Teen CERT to two groups and participate in minimum  
  of two deployments, & ACTS 300.  
Level 4  Search and Rescue/DMAT (Disaster Medical Assistance Team) of 150 specially trained medical  
  personnel. (ACTS 3 year goal.)    
 
�  Every graduate in each level passed a checklist from other team members rating their performance, and also must pass 

homeland security courses.  
�  The N. American Division Education School System has endorsed ACTS as their vehicle for Disaster Response/Safety 

training and deployment in service-learning opportunities. 
�  The University of Montemorelos has established a Memorandum of Understanding with ACTS to continue 
      training all of their students, including a mock drill involving over 2,000 students and community members.  Their goal  
      is to train in Spanish and deployment throughout Latin America. Students are involved in developing training manuals.
