68,000 patients medically and feeding 265,000 hot meals 
here in Haiti, we are assured of God’s leading and 
confident in His wisdom. We are continually amazed by 
God’s provision and are walking by faith through open 
doors and trusting that He will supply our needs.  We 
received our registered Haitian NGO status the end of 
April that further solidifies our intentions and mission as 
we continue to provide relief, support and education to 
Haiti.  We’ve also been blessed by the relocation of our 
basecamp to a home that belongs to the family of a past 
volunteer.  They wanted ACTS to have a secure place to 
continue the amazing community aid programs.   A life-
long friendship with Water Missions located around the 
corner from us, also improved the water filtration system 
on the entire home’s water supply to better serve our 
gracious volunteers!  THANK YOU EVERYONE!! 
 

COMMUNITY OUTREACH 
Since January, our focus has shifted from earthquake 
disaster response to long-term education, training and 
continued medical support.  Through our partnership 
with Northland a Church Distributed, we have been 
training most of our volunteer interpreters in disaster 
response courses such as CERT as well as emotional and 
spiritual training. In May we welcomed the Assistant 
Orlando Fire Chief who accompanied the Northland 
group.  These training sessions will continue into the fall 
as we reach out to area schools and orphanage faculty 
and staff.  Training and empowering the people of Haiti 
makes for a better, sustainable tomorrow and one filled 
with hope and love…and preparedness.  
  

DENTAL CARREFOUR CLINIC 

A great Haitian dentist continues to serve the 
mission dental tent every Thursday afternoon 

and Friday morning in the 
Carrefour area. He patiently 
treats the Haitian people with 
limited supplies.  We continue 
to seek caring and skilled 
dental professionals to come 
and hold clinics as they are 
able.   

 

COMMUNITY NUTRITION 
Our community nutrition program continues in 
our new kitchen area located in Carrefour by the 
Hopitale Adventist.  It is staffed with some 
wonderful local cooks that prepare 5,000 meals 
per day and at a 
cost of only 50 
cents per meal.  
We are so blessed 
by our cooking 
staff as we’ve been 
able to make a 
difference in the 
lives of many 
children in area 
orphanages.  Good nutrition supports healthy 
healing and growth not only physically but 
emotionally too.  We would love to offer more 
meals, as this is the only meal the children will 
see each day, but it only functions with funding 
from caring donors like you.

Our 31 translators continue to be one of our biggest 
blessings. It is so encouraging to see this group of 
dedicated young people who are volunteering their time 
to help their country. We continue to train them in 
spiritual leadership, community health and disaster 
response. We feel that these bright young people are 
what will most impact this country and we seek to find 
every opportunity to empower them with knowledge and 
skills that will enable them to lead. Last 
week a volunteer told one of our 
translators, “you are amazing and we 
don’t know what we would do 
without you! You’re the one helping 
us.” It warms our hearts to know that 
they have fully grasped this whole 
partnership concept. We are trying to 
share what we have, but we couldn’t do 
it without them and they are sharing 
what they know, but wouldn’t be useful 
without us. It’s a beautiful thing. 
 
One of the other translators shared “Working with ACTS 
had changed my life”. He is well educated, but after the 
earthquake he said “I feel like I have caught a vision of a 
different life and want to dedicate myself to service”. Just 
this past week, he was offered a job with another mission 
group and is being trained to serve as country director in 
the coming months. 
 
We have become attached to our translators and it’s hard 
to let them go, but we know that ACTS may just be a 
stepping stone for more opportunities to come.
