Purpose:  Exemplify Jesus’ model of: Compassion, Creating Confidence, and Calling children for a purpose 
to serve others.  Training others to fish and giving ownership of the pond.

Aim: Foster strengthening children’s environments while remaining with their parents, to become healthier  
through emotional, spiritual, physical, educational, and vocational training through service.  This enables them 
to ultimately become financially independent.  

Business Plan: Collaborate with the SDA Hospital, University, churches and business community through 
applied learning in careers, and vocational training taught in English such as:
Nursing degrees, Ophthalmic assistant, PT assistant, CNA, Certified Medical assistant, dental assistant, 
mechanics, welding, small engine repair, sewing, wood working, social work, construction, computer repair, 
emergency response, nutrition, lay pastor, water purification distribution, hospitality/transportation, orphanage 
management and agriculture. 

Each of these areas of instruction will involve applied learning in micro business, which will generate revenue 
for a sustainable model for both the student and the Training Institute.

ACTS WR RAC Haiti Training Institute will include housing and food for volunteer instructors and mentors 
who will pay $40-$50 per day depending on the size of the group.  Task Force workers will volunteer a 
minimum of one year for food and housing.  Students will pay tuition or volunteer labor.

Items supplied or needed:  Sewing machines, water bottling and bagging systems, mechanic tools, ophthalmic 
equipment, dental equipment, nursing training supplies, computer equipment, farming equipment, wood and 
metal lathes, vehicles for taxi business, commercial cooking equipment, play therapy back packs containing 
items such as balls, colored pens and pencils, etc.., new shoes and clothes, bulk food and medicine.

Location:  Port Au Prince (Diquini, Carrefour area) across from the SDA hospital which is next to the SDA 
University (2 acres with a 4 bedroom/3 bath house and additional room for dormitory housing and training 
facilities).
